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DIRECTOR’S NOTE  
 

The Game’s Afoot embraces a delightful blend of humor, suspense, and 
theatrical flair—perfect for anyone who loves a good mystery with a 
twist of comedy.

But this play gleefully turns our instinct to make order out of chaos 
against us, spinning a tale that is as murderously funny as it is 
suspenseful. Playwright Ken Ludwig, known for his sharp wit and 
theatrical imagination, balances comedy with intrigue.

The story centers on Broadway star William Gillette, known for playing 
Sherlock Holmes on stage. When real-life danger strikes, Gillette begins 
to channel his iconic role, blurring the lines between performance and 
reality.

At its core, The Game’s Afoot is pure escapism—a fast-paced, laugh-
filled mystery that invites audiences to sit back and enjoy the ride. Our 
production aims to bring this theatrical comedy to life in all its over-the-
top glory.
