What to cover in a pitch

Making friends

Making connections & sharing common interests

Settings where you’re going in with a goal to talk to people about skill sets

Networking events that are not explicitly networking events
Where you need to meet this one person in particular for a serious goal

An event where you are interested in a topic or someone invited you to an event
