Viewing the Presentation 
 

Now that the presentation has been created it is ready for viewing. There are many ways to 
watch the presentation: 

 Select From Beginning on the Start Slide Show group of the Slide Show tab to 
start from the first slide. 

 Select From Current Slide on the Start Slide Show group of the Slide Show tab 
to start the slide show from the slide currently being displayed. 
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 Select Broadcast Slide Show which allows remote users to view the 
presentation from a web browser. 

 Select Custom Slide Show which allows you to display only the slides you 
choose.

Once the show begins, the Enter Key, space key, or clicks of the left mouse button can be 
used to advance through the presentation. You can also use keyboard arrow keys (Right and 
Down = advance, Left and Up = go Backward) to move through the presentation 

 

A right mouse click during the slide show brings up the menu show on the slide below.

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The most common use of these menu options is to: 

 Advance to the next slide 

 Back up to the previous slide (Note: the Backspace key can also be used) 

 Go to a particular slide 

 Cause the screen to go to black or white 

 Change pointer options 

 End the show (Note: the Esc key can also be used)
